In this lesson, we will reach the climax
of the play, in which Caesar is
assassinated by the conspirators! We
will also discover why Brutus is
considered a tragic hero.

2. Act Il1, Scene ii - Persuasion: Brutus'
Speech (Part 1) In this lesson, we will
read and explore Brutus' speech in
which he attempts to persuade the
citizens of Rome that he was right to
kill Caesar. We will examine whether
his attempt to persaude the citizens is
successful.

3. Act I, Scene ii - Persuasion: Brutus'
Speech (Part 2) In this lesson, we will
continue to examine Brutus' persuasive
speech, but this time in Shakespeare's
original English. Will will also look at
Brutus' reasons for assassinating Caesar
to see why they could be considered
persuasive.

4. Act IlI, Scene ii - Rhetoric and
Fickle Crowds: Mark Antony's Speech
(Part 1) In this lesson, we will explore
Mark Antony's response to Brutus'
speech. We will discover what he says
to the citizens of Rome and what the
Roman citizens think of what he says.

Important points

The new triumvirate are not united,
hinting at a more troubled political
future for Rome.

The situation has escalated into civil
war.

The friendship between Cassius and
Brutus is troubled.

Portia, Brutus’ wife, has killed
herself.

Brutus and Cassius will march to
Philippi to fight Antony and
Octavius.

THINGS TO NOTICE IN ACT 4

Notice what Antony says about
Lepidus in Scene 1. Does this tell us
anything new about Antony’s
character?

Notice how Cassius speaks to
Brutus in Scene 2. How different is
his attitude to Brutus here to Act 1
Scene 2?

Take note of what Brutus says and
how he behaves in Scene 2. Are
there signs that he is suffering?
Changing?

Act 4 is important because it sets up
the battle — letting us know how
events are changing the characters
we have met. How have the actions
of the conspirators backfired? Who
has more power now? Who has the
strength to win this battle?

Suggested activities
Dress up like a character and
recite a soliloquy or monologue
